Sermon

“Anger: Good and Bad”
Ephesians 4:26-27, 31

Anger is like a sharp blade: it can either wound like a dagger or be used as a
surgeon’s scalpel to cut for healing. Unfortunately, we often fail to
understand this difference. So when we feel angry, we are unprepared to
deal with it. This passage teaches us how a new “self” created by Christ, gives
us the proper perspective on anger, informing and enabling us to see the
difference between right and wrong anger, and to deal with the anger in our
lives.

What is Anger?

e Anger is a God-given emotion, meant to alert us to something wrong.

e Sinful anger arises when we selfishly respond to not getting what we
want, losing control of thoughts, words, or actions.

e Righteous anger focuses on God's glory and opposes sin.

Steps to Address Anger Biblically

1. Pause and Reflect - Stay silent during provocation to consider a
God-honoring response.

2. Think Biblically - Identify whether your anger is sinful or righteous.

3. Control Your Actions - Manage your thoughts, words, body language,
and countenance.

4. Use an Anger Journal: Reflect on situations, responses, and biblical
corrections.
